	EYFS
Driver project
	Me and My Community 
Children are introduced to primary colours and colours mixing. Begin to explore how to manipulate dough and create shapes, learning techniques like rolling. They use their drawing and mark making to explore line and shape. 

	Once Upon a Time
In this project, children explore how to cut, tear, fold and stick paper and fabric to create collage artwork.
	Starry Night
Children explore painting by mixing tints and shades and by using a range of tools, including brushes, toothbrushes, straws and spray bottles to create night sky paintings.

	Dangerous Dinosaurs
Children develop their drawing skills and explore line, including zigzags, spirals, straight lines and curvy lines.
	Sunshine and Sunflowers
Children will explore seasonal environmental art. They build on the skills to manipulate materials from me and my community and explore properties of clay and make imprints using natural materials. They continue to develop painting techniques around flowers and gardens and are introduced to work of significant artists such as Claud Monet, Kandinsky and Nolde.
	Big Wide World
In this project, children develop painting techniques, such as creating patterns, and explore traditional works of art to inspire their artwork. They also create large scale weavings using fabrics and recycled materials.

Mini Project






	Exploring Autumn 
Children explore threading, using ribbon or yarn, to thread autumnal leaves with punched holes.
	Sparkle and Shine 
Children revisit cutting, folding, tearing and sticking paper and fabric from Once Upon a Time to create shiny Collages.

	Winter Wonderland
In this mini seasonal project, children explore environmental art and use ice and natural resources to create artwork.
	Puddles and Rainbows
In this mini seasonal project, children develop their primary colour mixing skills to explore secondary colours.
	Shadows and Reflections
In this mini seasonal project, children develop their drawing skills to represent the human face from observation and memory.
	Splash!
In this mini seasonal project, children develop painting techniques and knowledge of primary colours and colour mixing. They explore a variety of media to artwork.
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Mix it (Y1)
In this art and design project, children are introduced to colour theory. They revisit the names of the primary colours and use them to make the secondary colours. They explore ways of making hues by varying the amount of each primary colour that they mix. They explore and describe the use of colour in the various paintings of different artists and genres and describe them using colour-related vocabulary. They paint a simple colour wheel.



	
	







Funny Faces & Fabulous Features
In this project, children are introduced to the theme of portraiture. They explore the meaning of the term ‘portrait’ and look at and talk about examples from different artists and genres. They are introduced to the term ‘collage’ and use paper, fabric and digital software to make ‘funny face’ imaginative portraits. They explore how facial features and expressions make a portrait interesting and use a range of textural materials to compose a self-portrait with details like eyebrows, teeth, lips and hair.

	
	







Rain and Sunrays 
In this project, children are introduced to the method of collagraph printmaking. They are introduced to the term ‘motif# and practise making simple weather motifs using transient materials. They learn about the visual elements of line and shape and their importance in printmaking. Children use the collagraph method to design and make a simple print block on the theme of weather symbols then make single and repeated patterns.

	







Street Views
In this art and design project, children are introduced to relief sculpture and mural making. They observe local buildings and their features, take photographs and make simple thumbnail sketches. They explore and compare art on the theme of urban landscapes and discuss how they are similar and different. They are introduced to American artist James Rizzi’s work and are taught about his techniques and use of bright and lively colours. They revisit previous learning about the colour wheel from the project Mix It (Y1) before working collaboratively to make a relief mural about their local community in the style of James Rizzi.

	
	Contrast and complement (Y3)
In this project, children build on skills from Mix It in KS1, revisiting and extending their understanding of colour theory by learning about colour families, including analogous, complementary, warm, cool and tertiary colours. Children are introduced to watercolour paint and explore the properties and techniques of watercolour painting. They revisit the concept of a colour wheel from earlier learning.  They also analyse a favourite painting to make and mix colours accurately.
	Prehistoric Pots
In this project, children learn about the cultural and artistic significance of Bell Beaker pottery and make preliminary sketches of the form, shape and pattern of the pots. They build on learning about properties of clay from Y2 project Flower Head to extend their clay skills including rolling coils, making and using slip and joining clay. They use these skills to explore ways to add decoration and embellishment to clay slabs. They make a pot in the Bell Beaker style, using pinching, coiling and pattern making.
	Ammonite
This project teaches children about artistic techniques used in sketching, printmaking and sculpture. They will use fossils and other natural forms to create a suite of work that includes print making and clay sculpture. They will also be introduced to drawing techniques such as simple line drawing, shading and cross hatching. They will also design a motif in prints using two colours and make a 3-D sculpture of a natural form in clay.
	People and Places
This project teaches children about the genre of figure drawing. They study the figure drawings and urban landscapes of the artist LS Lowry and create artwork in his style to show scenes from their school. They will learn how to draw quick sketches and more detailed drawings of the human form and are introduced to the concept of narrative in art. They study features of urban landscapes, first explored in KS1 and make exploratory studies using sketches, photography and digital collages. They work outdoors in sketchbooks to capture the characteristics of their school in the style of LS Lowry’s ‘Coming Out of School’.

	Beautiful Botanicals
This project teaches children about the genre of botanical art. They create natural weavings, two-colour prints and beautiful and detailed botanical paintings of fruit. They will explore the genre of botanical art and use natural materials from local environment to create a botanical weaving. They will use drawings as inspiration for a 2-colour botanical print and use what they have learned.
	.Mosaic Masters
This project teaches children about the history of mosaics, before focusing on the colours, patterns and themes found in Roman mosaic. The children learn techniques to help them design and make a mosaic border tile.  They will use mosaic making techniques to make small samples using precut foam, foil or paper tesserae. They will develop ideas further by using precut stone tesserae to create a simple mosaic border tile.

	UKS2
	Tints, Tones and Shades (Y5)
This project teaches children about colour theory by studying the colour wheel and exploring mixing tints, shades and tones. They learn about significant landscape artworks and features of landscapes before using this knowledge to create landscape paintings.








	Taotie – Taotie Motifs
This project teaches children about the significance and art of the taotie motif, including ancient and contemporary casting methods. Children are introduced to cast making and casting. They explore cultural significance of the taotie motif in ancient Chinese culture and learn about the process of bronze piece mould casting. They build on their understanding of malleable materials and learn casting techniques with silicone, paper and clay. They will develop methods to make a taotie relic using a clay mould and plaster cast. 
	Line, Light and Shadows
This project teaches children about the visual qualities of line, light and shadow. They explore the work of Pablo Picasso and Rembrandt and are introduced to a range of shading techniques. They take black and white photographs and use pencil, pen and ink wash to reimagine their photographs in a shaded drawing. They will use digital equipment to take black and white photographs and use pencils, pens and ink washes to reimagine their photographs in a shaded drawing.






	Nature’s Art 
This project teaches children about the genre of land art. They work outdoors to sketch natural forms and explore the sculptural potential of natural materials before working collaboratively to create land art installations. They are introduced to the genre of land art and learn about the materials used by artists. They work outdoors to sketch and photograph natural forms and explore the artistic potential of natural and seasonal materials. They work collaboratively to create art in the outdoors and record using sketchbooks. 
	Mixed Media
This project teaches children about paper crafts, papermaking and collage techniques, including paper, fabric, mixed media and photo collage. They use their learning to create a final piece of small-scale, mixed media collage.
	Expression – Expressionist art movement
This project teaches children about the Expressionist art movement and the 'Father of Expressionism', Edvard Munch. They explore different ways to portray feelings and emotions in art to create an imaginative self-portrait.
