	Listening, Attention and Understanding
We will focus on improving listening and attention skills during teaching activities and when turn taking with others. Children need to be able to recall key information from texts we are reading.
Speaking
Children need to take turns when speaking and communicate in full, clear sentences. New vocabulary will be introduced linked to the texts we are reading and our topic work. Children should be able to give reasons for their answers. 
	Fine Motor Skills
We have weekly fine motor activities to improve the skills needed to hold their pencil in an efficient tripod grip. Activities in provision such as play dough, mark making and jigsaws all support fine motor development.
Gross Motor Skills
The children need to have strong core muscles to sit correctly when writing. Outdoor provision develops gross motor skills through activities such as climbing, lifting, balancing, throwing and using alternate feet on steps.
	Self-regulation
Children need to be able to regulate their behaviour and emotions. We teach strategies to use when dysregulated and we recognise the needs of others.
Managing Self
We will be encouraging the children to develop independent skills and resilience. We want them to try new activities and not give up when they experience difficulties.
Building Relationships
Children are taught to respect each other and build positive relationships with others.
